
S2PNE is a 360-degree program that repur-
poses weapons of death into tools of life, 
that will be used for the betterment of the 
community.  These tools are put to work in 
the neighborhoods that they come from, 
with many of our 
tools donated to 
community gar-
dens and agricul-
tural high 
schools.  In this 
way, we look to 
break the cycle 
of violence that 
guns perpetuate.  
By transforming 
guns into tools 
and jewelry, we 
demonstrate the peaceful, productive pur-
poses that they can serve.  

Our team works closely with municipalities 
and law enforcement agencies to organize gun 
buyback events in the spirit of public safety 
and injury prevention.  These events are or-
ganized with the hopes of making our homes 
and communities safer. 

Our Mission is to reduce senseless fire-
arms injuries and deaths among the vul-
nerable by facilitating/building municipal 
partnerships 
between law 
enforcement, 
health pro-
viders, univer-
sities, 
after-school 
programs, reli-
gious ministry, 
and com-
munity-based
